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Community Service Supervisor’s Guidelines

Thank you for agreeing to supervise the Community Service experience for a School Without Walls student. Your help will facilitate the student’s growth in working in the community and helping others—critical skills required of all SWW students.

In order to earn Community Service credit from SWW, the student must work with you for a total of 25 hours each 10 weeks. SWW students are required to complete 75 hours of Community Service every school year. Student responsibilities include:

· agreeing to, filling out and providing copies of a SWW Community Service Contract before any work begins

· attending Community Service for the contractually agreed times and dates

· completing all tasks assigned by you to your standards

· representing SWW and your organization with integrity and enthusiasm

· informing you as soon as possible if he/she is going to be absent, and making up all missed time.

What SWW asks of you is to:

· assist the student in filling out the SWW Community Service Contract

· monitor the student’s attendance and keep track of the hours they work

· monitor the quality of their work and interactions with others at your site

· fill out a short SWW Community Service Evaluation form at the end of each 10 week period

· contact the student’s SWW advisor (whose name and phone number will appear on the contract) immediately if any problems arise.

Again, thank you for helping a SWW student learn the valuable skills involved in providing community service and completing this important requirement for graduation.
